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For the efffective storage and utilization of the newspaper collections, the libraries have
made available the bound editions, micro-opaque, microfiches and clippings of newspapers.
With the newspaper full-text databases set up now, there is a revival of the management of
newspaper data with the combined functions of retrieval, storage and electronic clipping
supply service. Therefore, the libraries must make use of all advantages of various newspaper
databases to find out the inadequacy of their own collections and cope with collections of
other newspaper data media to avoid overlapping and make collections complete. Moreover,
joint efforts in the library world should be solicited to quickly solve the difficulties in
newspaper cataloging and separately access, keep and make indexes and union catalogs for
those non-profit newspaper data so that an integrated newspaper data service network can be

established accordingly.
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
