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Since the increasing development of the Internet and the Knowledge Management has changed the traits
and functions of the Library and Information Science Departments and Institutes, the traditional libraries have
confronted with the most serious challenges and pressures. In this paper, we explore following four key
problems. First, what does the change of the names really mean to the Library Science-Related Department
/Institutes? Second, what is the relationship between the Library Science and the Information Science? Thirdly,
what will be the changes of the Library? Fourthly, what should be the focus of the library in the future? Finally,
we offered some suggestions to our Government, Institutes of higher learning, libraries and librarians for the

better cooperation and the more bright perspectives.
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
